NATIONAL CONVENTION WILL FIGHT CHILD ABUSE WITH HEA LING FIELD FLAG MEMORIAL  
 
Local and national leaders will gather at Metropolitan Park in Jacksonville, Florida, during the 91st National Con-
vention, July 15-18, 2009, for a Healing Field ® Flag memorial.  The event will honor child abuse victims in Amer-
ica and support abuse prevention services in Jacksonville.   Attendees and members of the Jacksonville Exchange 
Clubs will volunteer to set up and maintain a breathtaking memorial of 1,530 U.S. flags. Each 3ft x 5f t flag will 
represent a child who died in the U.S. from child abuse or neglect. 146 of the flags represent children of Florida 
alone.  “We are bringing this to the community to help raise awareness to all who see it on the impact of child 
abuse in our country”, said Pam Sudlow, Project Chair and Past National President of The National Exchange 
Club.  “It is a beautiful and patriotic display to an ugly subject.  These are America’s Children, This is America’s 
Responsibility.”  
 
This local Healing Field is part of a nationwide campaign led by the charitable efforts of the Colonial Flag Foun-
dation, creators of the Healing Field community projects.  A Healing Field inspires communities and service or-
ganizations around the country to step up in their own communities and raise awareness for causes and needs in 
their own home towns. 
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Funds raised from the Jacksonville Healing Field through corporate sponsorships and flag sponsors will benefit the 
Child Abuse Prevention Services at the Exchange Club Family Center of Jacksonville and the National Foundation 
for the Prevention of Child Abuse.

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NATIONAL CANDIDATE INFORMATION  
 
Attention:  Any Exchangites intending to run from t he floor at the Jacksonville Convention …  
 
The National Bylaws allow further nominations from the floor of the annual convention.  Anyone desiring to do so 
must submit his or her intention to run from the floor in writing to the Executive Vice President prior to 9:00 p.m. 
on the first day of the convention.  A special form for this purpose will be available from the Convention Registra-
tion Area.  The form must be endorsed in writing by three delegates from three different clubs, within a person’s 
region, other than the candidate’s own club.   
 
The NEC Bylaws also require all Regional Vice Presi dent candidates to undergo training before 
their election on the responsibilities of a Regiona l Vice President .  A self-guided training process has 
been developed and can be found on our official website at:  www.nationalexchangeclub.org .  
 
To reach the training, please go to the member area  by entering the username member  and the password 
exchange .  On the member area page, click on “Training”  and proceed to the “RVP Training”  area.

Links have been established to various resource materials that will assist candidates with the training.  Although 
not required, candidates are encouraged to complete the quizzes.  Candidates must, however, complete 
the Summary Test , which covers all of the training materials.  The Summary Test is then submitted to National 
Headquarters, and the results are returned to the candidate in two business days.  Contact:  Gail Weller, Adminis-
trative Manager. 
 
 
CREDENTIALS REGISTRATION CARDS FOR JACKSONVILLE  
 
In accordance with the National Bylaws, it is the responsibility of the Club Secretary to provide the Executive Vice 
President with the names of club members who will be serving as delegates to the National Convention in writing.  
The completed Credentials cards, indicating the nam es of all delegates and any alternates 
should be received at National Headquarters by May 15, 2009 . 
 
At this year’s convention, delegates will elect a National President-Elect, a National Treasurer, a Regional Vice 
President (if you are in Region 1, 3, 5, 7, 9 or 11 ), and two At-Large NEC Foundation Trustees.  Also this year, 
the position of Region 10 Vice President will be declared an open position at the convention, so delegates in 
Region10 will be electing an individual to fill the  one-year unexpired term. 
 
As provided by the Bylaws, 2009/2010 officers, who will assume office on July 1, 2009, will 
be eligible to vote at this year’s convention .  Each Exchange Club in good standing is entitled to voting 
representatives at the National Convention by the Club President, Club President-Elect, Club Secretary and Club 
Treasurer, along with three voting delegates for its first 25 members and one voting delegate for each additional 
25 members, based on the membership reported as of March 31 preceding the convention.  In other words, a 
club with a membership of 1-49 would be eligible to  have their club officers as stated above, plus three additional 
delegates serve as voting representatives; a club with a membership of 50-74, would be eligible to hav e their club 
officers as stated above, plus four additional delegates serve as voting representatives; and so on. 
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At the time of electing delegates, the club shall also be entitled to elect an alternate for each such delegate from 
the Active, Active-Honorary, Life or At-large members in good standing in the club they represent.  An alternate 
may be elected for any voting delegate. 
 
As Exchange leaders, we ask your assistance in reminding clubs to complete their Credentials cards, and submit 
them to us prior to the May 15 deadline.  Please note that At-Large Delegates do not need to be listed on the 
Credentials Card.  The following individuals are At-Large Delegates:  National Board members, Past National 
Presidents in good standing in a club in good standing; Members of the National Committee on Jurisprudence 
and Laws; District Presidents; District Presidents-Elect, District Secretaries, District Treasurers and Immediate Past 
District Presidents; and, members of the Convention Committees on Resolutions, Credentials and Elections.
